ATIC’s vision is that all of Arizona’s citizens, businesses, and organizations will have access to advanced telecommunications services and information technologies enabling them to participate in the global economy.

ATIC's mission is to function as Arizona's recognized and authoritative organization guiding technology policy development, serving as a leading source of information and expertise on telecommunications and information technology matters. ATIC develops, promotes, and supports initiatives and guides adoption of effective public policies that encourage deployment and availability of telecommunication services and information technologies that are critical for community development and the health, safety, welfare, educational advancement, and economic prosperity in Arizona communities.
ATIC's public and private partners include large and small businesses, economic development organizations, libraries, consumer organizations, local and state government agencies, educational institutions, health care, the Arizona Corporation Commission, the Arizona legislature, and information technology and telecommunications companies. ATIC’s Committees and active projects include: 

Strategy Committee: Works with the Governor’s Office, Arizona Dept. of Commerce, Government Information Technology Agency (GITA), network providers, enterprises, consumers, and other stakeholders to formulate policies and strategies to accelerate deployment of advanced telecommunications and broadband to all Arizona communities. The Committee also advocates the adoption of effective telecommunications, technology and economic development public policies, involves the public, and engages the Executive Branch, Legislature and Arizona Corporation Commission (ACC). A Network Provider Advisory Committee is being formed to better engage and address vendor issues.
Arizona Corporation Commission Debates: ATIC, in conjunction with the Citizens Clean Elections Commission (CCEC), hosted and webcast groundbreaking ACC candidate debates in 2002, 2004, 2006, and 2008 covering all the issues under the jurisdiction of the Commission: Utilities Regulation, Telecommunications, Corporations and Securities Oversight, and Railroad and Pipeline Safety.
Arizona Telecom Summits & Roundtables: ATIC, in conjunction with GCIT CIAC, convened a Summit in May, 2007 to explore options and reach consensus on policies and strategies to overcome barriers to the deployment of advanced telecommunications and broadband Internet to tribal, rural and other underserved Arizona communities preceded by four online pre-sessions and preparatory materials. It was the latest in a series of summits and roundtables to engage Arizona communities and stakeholders.
Cyber Security Committee: Acts as an advocate for cyber security in Arizona, which includes protecting both telecommunication infrastructure and data content. The Committee facilitates communication among stakeholders and provides forums to educate, market, and promote best practices of cyber security to opinion leaders, the media, and the public at large.

Arizona Telecommunications Directory: This online portal http://www.arizonatele.com/ enables residents, existing businesses, and businesses considering relocating to Arizona to locate detailed information about some 200 telecommunication providers in Arizona. The website also contains extensive information on Arizona telecommunications resources in general.

Department of Homeland Security (DHS) First Responder Wi-Fi Grant: ATIC has implemented a U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) ITEP grant to provide secure mobile broadband connectivity for first responders along a 30 mile corridor of I -19 between Rio Rico and Green Valley, Arizona. This “proof of concept” project with WI-VOD Communications utilizes strategically placed 802.11x access points to provide computer access and advanced applications.
