Note: Ralph attended the conference and reported that when mesh networking came up at 
the plenary session he spoke up and reported briefly on the city of Tempe, W2i, the town of 
Superior, and Wi-Vod.

The conference keynote speaker also approached him on the first day, when during another 
session he mentioned that he was an ATIC council member. The keynote speaker wanted other 
states to know about ATIC and its efforts.

Committee Reports  
 

"  Cyber Security Committee Report (Jerry Crow) 
 
Jerry announced that the Cyber Security Public Information meeting on November 15, 2007, will 
be a joint session with InfraGard. He also reported on the developing plans for a speaker from 
the City of Phoenix Police Department, Jim Ryan of GITA and possibly a Secure Border 
Initiative Network (SBINet) representative from Boeing. We will also contact the new Chief 
Information Security Officer (CISO), a new post created by the Arizona Legislature during the 
last session, David VanderNaalt. The Arizona Department of Emergency Management (ADEM) 
would also like to have a few minutes to mention their security infrastructure initiatives. 
GladysAnn Wells suggested that someone from the State Library might be available to speak. 
 

"  Arizona Telecommunications Directory (ATD) (Patt Patterson, Galen Updike) 
 
Galen reported that there is a renewed interest in pushing forward with the statewide telecom 
survey. The cost will be around $400K and it is to be done independently from the telcos. So we 
need entities to step forward and invest in the survey. In return for their investment they will 
have early access to the findings. Since GITA would like to see the Arizona Telecommunications 
Directory (ATD) brought up to date, it seems like a good idea to use the ATD as a baseline 
source for the survey. The data we will be gathering include Central Office (CO) locations, 
location of fiber lines, various costs of connectivity based on locations, percentage of people 
connected to broadband, etc. It will be about a four-month project. 
 
The cost elements include people to conduct the survey (e.g., college students), some software 
and assorted related assets. We will consult with the School Facilities Board (SFB), because of 
our focus on school districts as the basic geographical entity, and the Arizona Revenue 
Department. We hope to get $50K from the Arizona Board of Regents (ABOR) shortly to get 
things started. Chris Cummiskey would like to see ATIC be the manager of the various 
contractors and manage the investments from the private sector. GladysAnn volunteered the 
services of her library organization, the Arizona State Library, Archives and Public Records 
(ASLAPR), as they have done this sort of money management before.  
 
GITA will hire a manager to organize the effort as well as two temporary employees. ATIC will 
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be expected to provide the ATD as a source and as a repository and to handle the money 
management issues. A decision is needed on this within the next four weeks. In addition to the 
ATD committee members (Oris Friesen, Mark Goldstein, Ralph Gierish, Galen Updike, Steve 
Peters, Patt Patterson and Jay Flash Miringoff), Bob Denton, Ron Lee and Genene Walker will 
be involved in the ensuing discussions. 

 
!  Action Item Oris will oversee these discussions and manage any votes that are 
needed via email voting.  
 

"  Strategy Committee  (Mike Keeling and Steve Peters) 
 
There was considerable discussion about forming two levels of membership. The thought is that 
ATIC could carry more clout with the legislature and other decision-makers if we have a 
membership classification, other then the members of the Board of Directors, that would 
accommodate a large number of participants. As Galen noted, groups are really impressed with 
the fact that the Arizona Technology Council can claim to represent some 1200 members.  
 
Mark suggested that we could move in that direction by using a social network group such as 
LinkedIn, Facebook or Yahoo, where interested parties could opt-in to become members of an 
ATIC affinity group. While that sounded appealing to several people others objected, saying that 
we should establish a formal membership structure beforehand. 
 
Steve Peters observed that we seemed to be talking about two different objectives: (1) formal 
membership and (2) outreach to volunteers. Galen suggested that this issue be assigned to 
Steve’s Strategy Committee and report back at the next Board Meeting.
