!  Strategy Committee  (Mike Keeling and Steve Peters) 

 



o Status Report (Steve Peters) 
Steve gave a brief status report noting that the committee has not had a recent meeting. 
Some of the topics that are on the table for discussion include the following items: 

!  Cox gave a presentation to ATIC Board members on January 29 to discuss rural 
broadband in Arizona. In addition to a number of ATIC members, Julie Laulis of 
CableOne and Susan Bitter-Smith of the New Mexico Arizona Cable Association 
attended. 
 
Some questions were raised concerning the statement by Cox that 96% of all 
homes in rural Arizona are “passed” by cable. It would seem that a gap analysis of 
the rural broadband landscape is needed, so that those areas that are lacking in 
broadband accessibility can be correctly identified. 
 
Deborah Dupée has a draft report of the meeting.  
 

!  Deborah has prepared a working document for potential tasks to be pursued by 
the Strategy Committee. 
 

!  It was concluded that the Strategy Committee needs to initiate meetings again. 
Ed. Note: "  Ron Schott has scheduled a Strategy Committee meeting for March 
4, 2008. 

 
o ABC – The Arizona Broadband Connection Initiative (Galen Updike) 

 
The Arizona Broadband Connection (ABC) Initiative as defined, would create an 
executive branch organization to be managed by GITA along the lines of the Arizona 
Health-e Connection. It is part of a proposed budget increase for GITA. We have $50K 
from the Arizona Board of Regents (ABOR). $1.5M of year one would be for off-ramp 
development with each ramp costing about $250K -- $400k of this is to pay for a survey 
of the broadband capacity for the state, mostly middle-mile.  
This will be the GITA broadband assessment. 
 

!  Citizens Clean Elections Commission (CCEC) Debates for Arizona Corporation 
Commission (ACC) Candidates 
 
ATIC has a history of web-hosting statewide debates dating back to 2002. In 2004 and 2006 
ATIC hosted similar debates for ACC candidates under the auspices of the Citizens Clean 
Elections Commission (CCEC). CCEC has requested responses from interested parties for the 
2008 debates.  
 
Steve has told CCEC we will submit a proposal in early-March. CCEC agreed to this timeline. 
 

o The Arizona Consumers Council was a partner in conducting the 2006 debates and they 
are interested in partnering with ATIC for the 2008 debates as well.  

o The Arizona Investment Council, formerly known as the Arizona Utilities Investment 
Association, headed by Gary Yaquinto, is also interested in being a partner with ATIC. 



 

Cox might be interested in televising the debates and in providing some “presentation” features 
such as interactive polling, etc.

!  Telecom Directory - ATD (Patt Patterson, Genene Walker) 

 
Mark reported that The Arizona Telecom Directory (ATD) classes of service will be “tweaked,” 
the lists of communities and ZIP Codes need to be updated, company profiles and areas of 
service need to be brought up to date, etc. (see Appendix for more details). 

 
!  Cyber Security Committee Report (Jerry Crow) 

 
Jerry reported that there was little activity during the last month. 
 
The committee still plans to work with InfraGard to have a joint meeting in November. 
 

!  GCIT CIAC Progress Report (Galen Updike) 
 
Galen noted that the June 30 broadband RFI response plus the 2-page ABC Initiative summary 
will probably serve as a CIAC status report.  
 
The scoring of the RFI responses were such that Wi-VOD for Pinal County received the highest 
score; 2nd highest was the Pinal County proposal prepared by  Genene Walker & Roz Boxer; and 
3rd highest was the ATIC middle-mile proposal. 

 
"  Galen will do a who, what, when, where and why for the RFI process and will record 
on the GITA website the top 5 responses as ranked by Commerce. 

 
"  Galen also needs to meet with the ATIC executive board to define a clear role for 
CIAC with respect to ATIC. 
 

!  FCC Activities (Al Sterman) 
 
Al had nothing more to report, but he will investigate the FCC plans for the November workshop 
in Arizona. 
 

!  ACC Activities (Tom Campbell)

!  GAZEL Report  (Steve Peters)

!  eSATS Report (Ted Kraver)| 

Ted reported that an elearning bill has been submitted by eSATS, but without any request for 

money. Instead it includes eight policy pieces. It has passed out of House Education Committee 

and now goes to the Rules Committee. 

 

The charter schools are also sponsoring a bill on elearning and are interested in changing the 

seat-time formula used for state funds allocation to schools.. 

 
!  Vendor Advisory Committee (Jay “Flash” Miringoff) 

 
Mark plans to meet with Jay to get things moving in this area.

!  Mark noted that some ATIC Board members had contributed recently to a survey tracing the 
genealogy of Arizona’s technology developments and enterprises. 
 

Informational Presentation 
 

Bill Bolin, of the Department of Commerce (DOC) Rural Development Office, spoke about the 
“Asset Inventory.”  
 
To date 46 communities have participated in the asset inventory. The Asset Inventory templates 
are spreadsheets. There are 6 regions from 30 communities who have now filled in the 
spreadsheets. The spreadsheets include items related to telecommunications. The plan is to 
embellish the survey with hyperlinks using ESRI data – similar to the APS Arizona prospector 
application. 
 



Some of the organizations that are active in the Asset Inventory are the Canyon Region 
Economic Development Authority in Northwest Arizona and Utah; the Greater Flagstaff 
economic development council; Pinetop-Lakeside, which is working with Northland Pioneer 
College working with Northland Pioneer College; the Verde Valley; and the Greater Yuma 
Economic Development Council. 
 
"  ACTION ITEM: Bill Bolin will send Oris a copy of the telecom parts of the spreadsheet 
survey. Oris will follow up on this.
